• Just a reminder that Winter Sewer Averaging began on November 25th. The months December, January, and 
February will be used to calculate your average water consumption, which typically reflects household 
consumption without the impact of outdoor irrigation. 
 

• The Town’s logo was added to the Rainwater Harvesting Ground Storage Tank, further enhancing the visibility 
and branding of the Town’s commitment to sustainability and water conservation.
